Registration Procedures 
 

1. Complete Student Registration and Payment Agreement Form 

 

2. Complete Certificate of Immunization (new students only) 

 

3. If the student/child has a medical condition, please request and complete: 
a. Student Allergy/Medical Emergency Plan 
b. Authorization for Administration of Medication at School 
 

4. You must come to Northshore in person to complete the registration process.  
 

5. Telephone the Early Learning Center Registrar at (425) 322.2390 and arrange for a registration 
appointment. Bring above completed documents and be prepared to pay the $75.00 Registration Fee. 
(All fees are non-refundable.)  

 
6. New families will be notified of acceptance within ten business days following the interview with the 

Early Learning Center Director. 
 

7. Following notification of acceptance, the new family has three business days to respond to the Early 
Learning Registrar to complete enrollment. 

 
8. If a classroom is full, students will be placed in a waiting pool of candidates who have been accepted 

for admission.  
 

9. Enrollment for each student is for one year (July-June) only and not continuous. Each student must 
register for enrollment for each year, enrollment is not continual, and reenrollment privileges are not 
guaranteed. Enrollment at NCA is a privilege, not a right.
